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FOREWORD

This report, for the year 1968, is the eleventh of a series that wasg in-
itiated in 1958 with data for the period 1946-1955. The original purpose of the
series was to present in a systematic form the situation of communicable dis-
eages in the Americas to satisfy the interest of national and international organ-
izations. When we examine the contents of these documents over the span of
ten years, we must be satisfied with the progregs that has been made in quality
as well as coverage. Now it is possible to study and compare the trends of the
most prevalent infections and to analyze specific problems according to current
needs,

We believe that the presentation of the panorama of communicable dis-
eases which recognize neither national boundaries nor borders of any kind is
useful to the Governments of the Continent in their efforts for eradication or
control.

However much remains to be accomplished to improve case reporting
and to investigate the magnitude and particular characteristics of these diseases
which, as a group, are still one of the principal causes of mortality and mor-
bidity in the majority of the countries of the Americas.

I wish to express my thanks to the Ministers of Health for their constant
cooperation in providing the basic data for these reports,
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INTRODUCTION

International collaboration with ex-
change of information is essential for con-
trol and eradication of communicable dig-
cases. Many of thege digeases are common
to several countries with control or eradi-
cation depending to a certain extent on simul-
taneous and continuing action in ail. The
Pan American Health Organization has the
responsibility of coordinating the exchange
of information between countries of the
Americas. These functions, assigned to the
Organization by the Member Governments,
are delineated inthe Pan American Sanitary
Code(u" and the procedures to be followed are
described in the Guide for the Reporting
of Statistical Information in thefHealth
Field[?) The new International Health
Regulations ! also acknowledge the func-
tions of the Organization in this field as pre-
scribed by the Pan American Sanitary Code
and present regulations tobe followed by the
Member Governments of the World Health
Crganization in control and reporting of the
quarantinable diseases.

This is the eighth annual publication
of this series on reported cases of notifi-
able diseases in the Americas which began
in 1958 with data corresponding to the ten-
year period 1946 through 1955, With the
publication of 1963, which contains data for
the year 1961, the series became an annual
one, The information that is published is
supplied by the health authorities in response
to an annual questionnaire distributed jointly
by the Pan American Health Organization and
the World Health Organization, Replies to
this questionnaire were received, in 1968,
from all but three countries and from 10 of

23 other areas. Information for countries
and other areasg that did not send the annual
questionnaire was gathered from weekly re-
ports of communicable digeasgses or official
annual reports or publications., The former
are entered as provisional figures.

For the first time, data for selected
communicable diseases in Brazil are avail-
able for the entire country by states and
regiong, The oificial published source is
the new "Bolettin Epidemioldgico" of the
Ministry of Health which was first issued in
January, 1969, It is the result of an effort by
the government to improve and consolidate
its national reporting system.

With the exception of the quarantinable
diseases - cholera,louse-borne relapsing fe-~
ver, louse-borne typhus, plague, smallpox
vellow fever - which all countries report in
fulfillment of international conventions and
agreements, the list of notifiable diseases
varies somewhat from country to country.
The sources of information are the national
systems for reporting on communicable dis-
eases, Veterinary Services of the Ministry
of Health or of Agriculture have contributed
with information on zoonoges in animals. In
some instances data on Zoonoses have been
taken from annual publications of the Food
and Agriculture Organization,

In the analysis of the epidemioclogy of
some communicable diseases, mortality data
contribute significantly to a better interpre-
tation of the information. These data are
presented in Tables VII and VIII.

As in previous years this report has
three principal sections: the introduction,
the main tables and finally, the appendix,

The first section, the Introduction,
furnishes information concerning reporting
areas and the guality of reporting. It also
contains an analysis of the gquarantinable
diseases and other diseases of Regional int-
erest. In the present report the diseases
analized are those that were designated sub-
ject to international surveillance by the 22nd
World Health Assembly because of their
special importance, In addition this sec-
tion presents a sasynthesis of the changes
introduced by the new International Health
Regulations and of the concept of interna-
tional surveillance.

The second section consists of eight
tables {I-VIII) containing available infor-
mation on notifiable diseases reported to
health administrations of the countries and
territories,

Tables I and II pregent the number of
reported cases and rates per 100,000 pop-
ulation for 41 diseases and, for comparative
purpeses, the median of the previous five
years and the total number of cases re-
ported in the year prior to the report. If
data are not available for the previous five
years the median is based on data for four
or three available vyears.

Table IIl presents the distribution of
cases by month or four-week period for
eight selected diseases, The distribution
of reported cases by age group for 19 dis-
eases appears in Table IV. Table V pro-
vides the distribution of the quarantinable
discases and of leprosy, malaria and yaws
by major. pelitical divisions of each coun-
try.

Reported cases of certain zoonoses
are given in Table VI with information on
both human and animal cases, by type of

animal, when such information is available,
Table VII presents inforrnation on the num-
ber of registered deaths from communicable
digeases,

Table VIII is a summary of reported
cases and deaths from communicable dis-
eases by region with rates per 100,000 popu-
lation. The zregions have been defined for
this purpose in the following manner:
Northern America, including Canada, the
United States, Bermuda and S5t, Pierre and
Miquelon; Middle America, composed of
Mexico, the countries of Central America,
British Honduras and Panama and
the countries and territories of the Caribbean
and, South America, including the continent
of South America and the Falkland Islands,
Greenland forms part of the European Re-
gion of the WHO and consequently is ex-
cluded from this report.

Except for the quarantinable diseases,
the regional totals for each disease do not
necessarily include all of the countries or
the same countries for each disease.

The third section presents supple-
mentary tables. Appendix A provides est-
imated mid-year populations for the coun-
tries and territories of the Americas taken
from published data of the United Nations.
Appendix B contains esgtimated populations
for the reporting areas. These estimates
were provided by the respective countries.

Appendix Tables C and I} provide in-
formation on reported cases of certain dis-
eases in Brazil for the entire country, This
information represents the first result of a
great effort by this country to improve and
unify its reporting system for communicable
diseases. :

The diseases in this report are or-
dered alphabetically. The numbers of each
disease category refer to the Eighth Re-
vision (1965) of the International Clas-
gification of Diseases U.

COMPLETENESS OF REPORTING

In making analyses or comparisons
of information about communicable diseases
various factors must be considered. An
important factor is the degree of com-
pleteness of the information. This factor
is closely related to the availability of
medical services throughout the country
and the organization of its reporting sys-
tem. In the American Region the extent
of coverage with medical services varies
greatly from country to country and even
between areas within each country. The
problem of incompleteness of reporting is
more serioua in countries or areas where
medical personnel and facilities are scarce

and travel and communications are difficult,

Programs and special campaigns
against certain diseases have resulted in
their improved reporting. In the same way,
the demand for better statistics to satisfy
planning and programming needs in the
health field has contributed to this pro-
gress. These points should be kept in
mind when undertaking analysis of time
series of certain diseases., Variations in
the criteria for diagnosis or in the defini-
tion of cases affect both the comparison of
reported incidence in different areas and
the evaluation of time trends,

REPORTING AREAS

In a few countries of the Americas,
the reporting of notifiable diseases is limit-
ed - except for the quarantinable diseases
and malaria - to "reporting areas'.

The reporting area is not necessa-
rily formed by contiguous sections of the
country. It may include all of the locali-
ties with access to health services or se-
lected communities which meet certain re-
quirements regarding the quality or {re-
quency of reporting. In 1968, there were
reporting areas in Bolivia, El Salvador,
Honduras, Paraguay, and Venezuela,

There have been few changes in these
areasinrecentyears: Honduras, Paraguay,
and Venezuela maintained approximately the
same percentage coverage of the popula-
tion; Peru in 1968 and Surinam in 1967
ceased identifying reporting areas and Bolivia

and El Salvador increased the percentage
of the population covered by the reporting
systems between 1967 and 1968 {Table 1).

The International Health Regulations
and the Pan American Sanitary Code pre-
scribe in detail the commitments of Mem-
ber Governments to make immediate notifi-
cation of quarant-inable diseases to the World
Heal'th Organization and to the Pan American
Health Organization.

Five of the six quarantinable digeages,
as defined under the old regulations, are
present in the Region of the Americas;
jungle yellow fever, louse-borne relapsing

fever, plague, louse-borne typhus, and
smallpox. Cholera has not been present
except as laboratory-acquired disease for
over half a century. Louse-borne relapsing
fever occurs only sporadically, and since

1963, no cases have been reported in the
Region, with the exception of one in Peru
in 1966.

Table 2 presents the distribution of
reported cases by country and digease in
1967 and 1968,

a. Plague

In the past ten years, cases of plague
in humans have been reported in only six
countries in the Americas - Bolivia, Braszil,
Ecuador, Peru, the United States and Ve-
nezuela - where the disease still persists
in its gylvatic form, The last case of plague
reported in Venezuela was in 1962,

b) Imported dases.

It is difficult to establish a definite
trend for this digease inthe Americas. Com-
parison of the last three decades shows that
there were 3,663 cases from 1940-1949,
1,419 cases from 1950 to 1959 but 4, 950 ca-
ses between 1960 and 1969. Data presented
in Table 3 for the most recent decade show
an upward trend culminating with 897 cases
in 1966. Thereafter, reported incidence of

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the disease declined rapidly to levels exist-
ing at the beginning of the 1960's, Figure |
presents data showing the trend of this dis-
ease in the four countries of highest incidence,
Figure 2 will facilitate the analysis of the
geographical distribution of the disease.

In Bolivia, the plague areas include
several provinces in the Departments of
Santa Cruz, Tarija and Chuquisaca and co-
ver approximately 70,000 square kilome-
ters. In 1965, there were four localized
epidemics in the Department of Chuquisaca

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with a total of 149 cases. In the following
two years, the number of cases declined to
three each year, but in 1968 outbreaks were
again reported in four localities inthe Pro-
vinces of Boeto and Tomina, Department of
Chuquisaca, during the month of November,
with a total of 35 cases and 14 deaths,

The endemic plague areas in Brazil
cover approximately 230, 000 square kilome -
ters and include 205 municipalities in the
States of Ceard (30), Rio Grande do Norte
{5), Paraiba (9), Pernambuco (50), Alagoas
{21), Bahia (74), Minas Gerais {t4), and Rio
de Janeiro (2). The reported incidence of
the disease had been relatively low until it
rose abruptly in 1964 when 285 cages were
reported. In 1968 there were 285 confirmed
cagses of human plague, all in the northeast-
ern part of the country, The majority were
concentrated in the State of Cears (198) and

the remaining in the States of Pernambuco
(52), Bahia (17), Alagoas (17) and Parafba(1).



In Ecuador, the plague areas lie in
the Provinces of Manabf, Chimborazo, Loja,
El Oro, Cafiar and Guayas. Between
1960 and 1966, there have been a series of
epidemics resulting from infection of do-
mestic rats with sylvatic plague. Beginning
in 1967 there was a large reduction in the
number of reported cases.

In 1968 there were 24 casges, five
more than in the preceding year, but still
below the annual totals for the eightpre-
vious years, Cases in 1968 were in the Pro-
vinces of Manabi (12), Chimborazo {9) and
Loja (3).

Between 1964 and 1966, Peru suffered
a series of serious epidemics which reached
their peak in 1966 with a total of 669 casges.
The affected area, more than 100,000
square kilometers, includes various provin-
ces of the Departments of Piura, Lambaye-
gque, Cajamarca, Tumbes and Amazonas in
the northern part of the country. As in the
case of Ecuador, there has been a significant
decrease in the past two years.

In 1968, 45 cases were reported from
the Department of Piura on the frontier with
Ecuador.

The three cases reported in the United
States in 1968 were in the States of Arizona,
Colorade and Idaho.

b. Relapsing fever, louse-borne

This disease 1is wvery rare in the
Americas, In the last ten vyears there
have been 19 reported cases in the entire
Region; ten were in 1959 (Bolivia 1, and
Peru 9).

From 1963 to date only one case has
been reported, in Peru, in 1966 (Table 4).

Beginning in January 1971, this disease
which has been one of the quarantinable dis-
eases will no longer be subject to the new
International Health Regulations but will be
subject to international surveillance.

c. Smallpox

A safe and inexpensive method for the
prevention of smallpox has been known for
almost two hundred years, yet until the
beginning of the 1960's nine of the 14 coun-
tries and territories of South America con-
tinued reporting smallpox cases, In 1968,
4,375 cases of smallpox were reported in
the region: 4,372 cases in Brazil, one
imported case in French Guiana and two
cases in Uruguay, one of which was also
imported (Table 5},

In 1962, Brazil initiated a massive
vaccination program which reached nearly
gix and one half million inhabitants in states
of the Northeast by 1966.

In 1966 a smallpox eradication cam-
paign was organized whose object, accord-
ing to the decree which created it, was to
"intensify and coordinate throughout the
country, public and private activities di-
rected toward preventing and fighting small-
pox, in all its clinical forms, with the goal
of obtaining the eradication of this disease'.
As a part of this campaign 18,819,572
people were vaccinated in 1967-1968 and
20, 886,943 in 1969. '

Figure 3 presents the number of re-
ported cases of smallpox and the number
of vaccinations administered in the eradica-
tion campaign in Brazil by monthin the pe-
riod 1967-1970, It is very difficult to es-~
tablish what part of the rise in reported
cases resulted from actual increased inci-
dence of the disease and what part wasg due
to improved reporting associated with the
rigorous epidemiological surveillance of the
vaccination campaign.

Analysis of Table 6 illustrates this
difficulty. In Bahia, Minas Gerais and
Paran4d, for example, the number of cases
rose notably when these states were in the
attack phase of the campaign.

In other states the increase in cases
was considerably smaller (Paraiba. Alagoas,

Rio Grande do Sul), In other states no in-
crease was noted {SZo Paulo, Goids).

By the end of December 1969, the
attack phase of the wvaccination campaign
had been concluded in all of the states in
the Northeast with the exception of Bahia,
in the States of Espirito Santo and Rio de
Janeiro onthe south coast and in Goids State
and the Federal Districtinthe central west.

The attack phase was nearing its end in
S%o Paulo and large numbers of vaccinations
were being administered in the States of

Bahia, Minas Gerais, Parand and Rio Grande
do Sul. There were only 1,771 cases of
smallpox reported for the whole country in
1970 compared with 7, 377 cases in 1969,

Figure 4 shows the progress in the
vaccination campaign in Brazil through the
end of 1969, Vaccinations have not taken

place in the northern states and Mato Grosso,
but they contain only a small and dispersed
population, In contrast, states where vac-
cinations have been carried out account for
95 per cent of the population of Brazil even
though they encompassg less than half of the
national territory,



The enormous effort put forth by
Brazil is a decisive step toward the eradi-
cation of smallpox in the Region of the
Americag,

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d. Typhus, louse-borne

This disease,historically important, has
been one of the six diseases subject to in-
ternational quarantine, Because of its re-
duced incidence and because the present en-
demic areas do not affect international
travel or trade, after 1 January 1971 louse-
borne typhus will no longer be subject to
the new International Health Regulationg,
although it will continue to be under inter-
national surveillance., In the Region of the
Americas the disease is confined to the
mountainous areas of Bolivia, Ecuador,
Mexico and Peru. (Figure 5},

From 4,195 cases reported in the
Region of the Americas in 1950, reported
incidence has decreased steadily, reaching
1,545 in 1955 and 668 in 1960,

During the 1960's the decline evident
in the Region during the previous decade
was not visible (Table 7). The number of
cases fluctuated between 461 and 567 per
year with the exception of 1964 (279 cases)
and 1968 (207 cases}). Chile and Colombia
have not reported cases of typhus since 1967
and 1965 respectively. Ecuador was able to
reduce its number of cases from 48l at the
beginning of the decade to 27 cases in 1969.
Bolivia, Mexico and Peru have demonstrated
a consistent decline in the last three or
four years.

In 1968 there were 22 casesin Bolivia,
82 in Ecuador, 23 in Mexico and 80 in Peru.
Hopefully the control and surveillance pro-
grams of these countries will achieve fur-
ther reductions in the incidence of this
disease.
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REPORTED CASES OF LOUSE-BORNE TYPHUS IN FOUR COUNTRIES
OF THE AMERICAS, 1860-1959
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e. Yellow fever

During the year 1968, 47 cases of
Jungle vyellow fever were reported in hu-
mang in the Americas, While this figure
is higher than the number (12} in 1967, it
is lower than any annual figure in the pre-
ceding six years.

All of the cases were in the enzootic
area in South America, that is, the basins
of the Amazon, Magdalena, and Orinoco
Rivers, {(Figure 6 ). Twenty-seven cases
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occurred in Bolivia in the first half of the
year; 24 in the Department of La Paz and
three in Santa Cruz (Table 8§), Eleven
cases were reported in Colombia from the
Departments of Boyacd (5), Caldas ({1),
Cundinamarca (i}, and Santandexr (4), There
were five cases in Peru in the Departments
of Hudnuco {4) and Junin {l). Surinam re-
ported a case of yellow fever for the first
time, Guyana, which had not reported any
cases since 1961, reported one case in 1968.

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cases in 1968 were also in Parid. The out-
break of 167 cases in 1966 took place in
the states of Parana, Rio Grande do Sul
and Santa Catarina in the south.

Figure 7 shows the level of reported
cages of yellow fever in South America
from 1959-1968, Clearly, there were sig-
nificant increases in 1961, 1963 and 1966,
In 1961, 64 per cent of the 82 cases were
in Peru while in 1963, of the 141 reported
cases, 57 per cent were in Bolivia and 34
per cent in Peru. In contrast in 1966, the
year of highest incidence since 1952, 54
per cent of the 304 cases were in Southern
Brazil and another 16 per cent in bordering
provinces of Argentina. This southward
spread of the virus began in 1964, when
it moved from the Amazon River basin
into the States of Mato Grosso and Goids,
and continued to the northern portions of
the Parand and Uruguay Rivers in 1965
and 1966

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INTERNATIONAL SURVEILLANCE

The new International Health Regula-
tions which replace the International Sanita-
ry Regulations, went into effect in January,
1971, The new title and the changes that
were introduced are the result of more mo-
dern approaches to international protection
and are more in accordance with present
knowledge and experience,

Defensive action based on quaran-
tine has been only partially effective and, in
many cases, excessive measures employed
by health administrations have constituted
an unnecessary obstacle to commerce and
international travel. A more positive inter-
national action is called for; one which is
based on surveillance and elimination of
foci from which infection disseminates and
on the development of health services capa-
ble of detecting infections coming from out-
side the country and thereby preventing
them from gaining a foothold.

To meet these objectives, a program
of epidemiological surveillance is required
with emphasis on the control and prevention
of the spread of the communicahble diseases.

Epidemiclogical surveillance has two
well defined goals:; the sarly identification
of acute problems that require immediate
action and adequate knowledge of the epi-
demiological situation in a region or coun-
try. The latter permits the discovery of
changes in the diseases, their trends and in
conditioning factors which forms the basis
for adjusting control measures,

To achieve the goals of surveillance,
gystematic and current collection of perti-
nent and relevant information, its analysis
and interpretation, and the diffusion of
findings and recommendations are necessary.
Special effort must be made to be certain
that the latter reach those charged with
formulating and carrying out control meas-
ures.

The ZZnd World Health Assembly in
July, 1969, approved the new International
Health Regulations taking into consideration
the recommendations of the Committee on
International Quarantine, the observations
of the member countries and the discussions
which took place in the Assembly. Four
diseases - cholera, plague, smallpox and
yellow fever - were made subject to the
Regulations and five others -~ wviral influ-
enza, louse-borne relapsing fever, louse-
borne typhus, malaria and paralytic polio-
myelitis were to be under surveillance.

Regarding the five diseases subject
to international surveillance, the Assembly
requested {Resolutions WHO 22/47 and 22/
48) the governments to notify WHO of out-
breaks of these diseases by telegram or
telex and to supply supplementary epide-
miological information as quickly as pos-
sible. For its part, the Organization will
publish the information in its weekly epi-
demiclogical report in addition to forward-
ing the information directly to other health
administrations.

The Assembly also requestedthat the
WHO publish an annual epidemiological
study on the incidence and trends of these
diseases, and, when called for, information
about any modification of these trends.

By mandate of the Assembly, the WHO
is also preparing guidelines on surveillance
of certain communicable digeases and as-
sisting member states to utilize the avail-
able services in order to carry out this
surveillance with maximum efficiency.

The diséases included in the interna-
tional surveillance program have as com-
mon characteristics the capability of giving
rise to epidermics and the need for timely
dissemination of adeguate information about
the appearance of outbreaks. Prompt iden-
tification and rapid reporting are of incal-
culable value for preparedness in prevention
or impeding outbreaks.
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INFLUENZA

The Twenty-second World Health As-
sembly designated wviral influenza as one of
the four diseases to be subject to interna-
tional surveillance and requested the Di-
rector-General to publish an annual epide-
miological study of the incidence and trends
of the disease,

Statistics on reported cases of influ-
enza usually meet with skepticism because
of the difficulty of differential clinical diag-
nosis of the disease caused by influenza vi-
rus and those caused by a number of other
etiological agents. Furthermore, the ex-
tensive incidence of influenza during epide-
mics when a very large proportion of the
population may be affected, overburdens
medical care systems and case reporting is
far from satisfactory. Also during the
course of an epidemic as many as 20-25
per cent of the influenza cases may be sub-
clinical.

Although case fatality is usually low,
mortality, which increases during epidemics,
may be used to estimate changes in inci-
dence. However, in interpreting death
rates from influenza, it should be empha-
sized that they tend to understate the actual
impact of the disease, Deaths assigned to
complications of viral influenza, especially
pneurnonia, bronchitis and, among older
patients, excess mortality associated with
debilitating cardiac, pulmonary, renal or
metabolic diseases which worsen under the
impact of influenza, frequently account for
more fatalities than the disease itself,

Influenza death rates per 100,000
population are presented in Figure & for
selected countries in the Americas since
1960, A cyclical pattern of recurrent epi-
demics in a number of countries is evident.
Death rates peaked in ‘1963, 1966 and 1968
with troughs in the intervening years.
Four countries,Canada, El Salvador, Mexico
and the United States conformed to this
pattern. An additional five, Costa Rica,
Chile, Ecuador, Panama and Uruguay were
affected in one or two of these three peak

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over in these same countries, Peaks and
troughs in influenza death rates are par-
alleled by those of pneumonia in Canada,
Chile and the United States. However,
fluctuations in pneumonia death rates in
these three countries are considerably less
pronounced than for influenza. A similar
relationship existe between death rates from
influenza and bronchitis in Canada and the
United States. In Chile a common pattern
of variation for these two digeases is not
readily discernible. Variation in influenza
death rates in Costa Rica bears little rela-
tion to fluctuation in death rates from pneu-
monia and bronchitis in this age group.

The most notable feature of influenza
in the hemisphere during 1968 was the ap-
pearance of a new variant of the A2 virus.
The new subtype, identified in July 1968 in
association with an epidemic of approxi-
mately 500,000 <cases in Hong Kong was
given the designation AZ/Hong Kong/68. The
new variant was carried by travelers
across the Pacific Ocean to Hawaii, the west
coast of Continental United States and
the Canal Zone. Isolated cases of A2/Hong
Kong/68 were reported in the United States
early in September, but the first docu-
mented outbreak in a civilian population did
not come until the following month. Dur-
ing December cases were feported in
Cordoba, Argentina, among contacts of a
family arriving from Los Angeles, California.
Isolates of A2/Hong Kong/68 were also ob-
tained in Lima and Callao, Peru, from a-
mong fifty doctors returning from a medical
conference in San Antonio, Texas, The Hong
Kong variant also appeared in Canada,
Puerto Rico and Jamaica before the end of
the year. However, widespread outbreaks
of the disease in 1968 were restricted to
the United States, Canada and Puerto Rico.

In Canada and the United States,A.?./
Hong Kong/68 produced high levels of ex-
cess mortality in conjunction with wide-
spread disease during the influenza geason
beginning in Qctober 1968 and ending in late
winter 1969. In Canada, deaths from influ-
enza increased significantly in December,
and then rose gharply to a peak in January

15

1969. In the United States, data collected
from 122 cities indicate that mortality from
pneumonia and influenza rose above the epi~-
demic threshold during the {first week in
December and peaked shortly after the end
of the year. Total excess mortality during
the epidemic from all causes in these same
cities was 19,700 deaths, indicating that the
epidemic was the most severe since the
epidemic of Asian influenza in 1957-1958.
Excess mortality in the same 122 cities at
that time was 26,900 deaths,

The effects of the established types of
influenza, A2 and B, were also observed
in the Hemisphere in 1968. In the United
States, excess mortality from pneumonia-
influenza in 122 cities in the 1967-1968 in-
fluenza season reached its highest peint in
January 1968, at approximately 70 percent
of the corresponding excess of the A2/Hong
Kong/68 epidemic during the 1968-1969 sea-
son. Canada also experienced a fairly se-
vere outbreak at this time. As in the United
States, mortality peaked in January 1968.
A generally mild outbreak of low incidence
wag reported in Chile, in January, and was
also associated with influenza AZ. An epi-
demic of A2 in Puerto Rico during Jamuary
and February was said to be more severe
than the one associated with A2/Hong Kong/
68 at the end of the year. By the termi-
nation of the third quarter of 1968, out-
breaks of moderate incidence were reported
in Argentina and again in Chile, Reported
deaths from influenza in Chile in 1968 were
70 per cent higher than the annual average
of the four preceding vyears, Reported
deaths in Mexico from influenza during 1968
increased to the same extent over the 1964-
1967 annual average. However, epidemi-
oclogical information on this outbreak is not
available. Isolates of B virus were obtained
in Trinidad and Tobago between July and
September. The disease affected mostly
children. The only other reports. of B vi-
rug in 1968 came from Canada, in March,
and Jamaica in October and November,

Reported cases and deaths from in-
fluenza during 1968 for the countrieg and

territories of the Americas are presented
in Table 9.

MALARIA

The coordinated malaria eradication
program in the Americas, supported by the
Member Governments at the Pan American
Sanitary Conference, in 1954, was initiated
between 1956 and 1959 by all countries
which had malarious areas,

The area that was originally malari-
ous in the Americas contained in 1968 an
estimated population of 174,704,000 and
covered approximately 15,663,997 square
kilometers. Prior to the initiation of the
coordinated malaria eradication program in
the Region, Barbados, Chile, the United
States, Martinique, Puerto Rico and Virgin

Islands (US), had already eradicated the
disease. The estimated population of the
malarious areas of these countries was
58,382,000 in 1968. Of the remaining
116, 322,000 inhabitants who, in 1968, lived
in countries which had begun active malaria
eradication programs, 12.1 per cent were
in areas in the maintenance phase and 39.4
per cent in areas in the consclidation phase.
In other words, 51.5 per cent of the pop-
ulation lived in areas where transmission
of the disease had been interrupted, and
48. 3 per cent lived in areas in the attack
phase; only 0.2 per cent lived in areas



» where the attack phase was under prepa-
ration.

Figure 11 shows the status of the dif-
ferent phases of the campaign by region in
1969, As can be observed, all of the
Northern American region is in the main-
tenance phase. In Middle America, 53,4
per cent of the population lives in areas
where transmission of the disease has been
interrupted (in maintenance or consolida-
tion), while only 46.6 per cent live in areas
in the attack phase, These percentages are
very similar in the region of South America,

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In recent years, statistics on malaria
cases have, for the most part, consisted
of cases confirmed by national malaria era-
dication programs. The interpretation of
trends in the incidence of the disease is
difficult since the active search for cases
and epidemiological surveillance activities
result in increases in the number of re-
ported cases. On the other hand, a large
number of cases with fever as the principal
symptom and which were attributed to
malaria are now discarded by laboratory
diagnosis, During 1968, 271,639 cases of
malaria were reported in the Americas.
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This figure is lower than those for the two
preceding years but higher than in 1965
(Table 10),

The Dominican Republic which had a
very high rate of 516 per 100,000 popula-
tion at the beginning of the decade reduced
the rate to lesgs than one by 1968, Cuba has
finished the attack phase and all of its ter-
ritory is in the consolidation phase. The
last autochthonous case was in June, 1967,

A great deal of progress has been
made in Brazil, above all in the Northeast
and along the eastern coast where approx-
imately 80 per cent of the malarious area
population resides. The program has been
well supported since it was given high pri-
ority by the Government in 1967. A sig-
nificant reduction in the number of cases
can be observed for 1968 and 1969,

The malarious area of Argentina in-
cludes only the northern region of the
country and corresponds to the southern
limit of the malarious area of the continent,
Administrative and financial difficulties in
1966 and 1967 interrupted the continual de-
cline in incidence of previous years. With
the resolution of the majority of these pro-
blems in 1968 there was a significant re-
duction of the rate to 0.4 per 100, 000 pop-
ulation.

Colombia, Costa Rica and Peru evi-
dence definite reductions in incidence rates
even though they remain at relatively high
levels. On the other hand, in Bolivia,
Ecuador, Honduras and Mexico, the number
of cages hag risen in the recent years as
a result of financial, administrative, and
operational difficulties which interfered with
their eradication programs.

Malaria wag eradicated in the United
States prior to the initiation of the Regional
program. At the beginning of the decade
(1961), the United States reported only 73
cases. However, this figure grew vyearly
thereafter and in 1968, 2,317 cases were
reported. This increase is largely ac-
counted for by cases imported by military
personnel returning from Asia.

In Central America, with the exception
of British Honduras and Costa Rica, the
resistance of the vector to DDT has been
the greatest obstacle to the progress of the
campaign. In these countries incidence has
remained abouv. the same with occasional
increases.

Often the best indicator of progress
of 2 specific program in the field of healtk
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is the morality rate, Comparing the in-
formation that exists for 13 countries of
the hemisphere at the beginning
of the 1950%s (1950-1952), there was an
average of 43, 368 deaths annually f{rom
malaria, at the beginning of the 1960's (1960-
1962) the annual average declined to 10,833
and by 1968 the number of deaths for these
same countriés was 1,882,

POLIOMYELITIS

The rapid reduction in the number of
cases of poliomyelitis in countries with active
immunization programs has demonstrated
the potential value of immunization in pre-
venting this disease. Decline in the inci-
dence of poliomyelitis in Northern America
began in the last decade and continues. In
Middle America, the downward trend ini-
tiated at the beginning of the decade changed
direction between 1965 and 1967 {(Figure 12).
Although the decline was resumed in 1968,
the number of cases per 100, 000 population
remained above the level reached in 1964.
In South America, incidence of the disease
remained fairly constant from the end of the
1950's through the early 1960's. A decline
initiated in 1963 has proceeded to the pre-
sent with only a slight intérruption associa-
ted with a small increase in cases in the
years 1966 and 1967.

Figure 13 shows the trend of the dis-
ease for a few selected countries in the Re-
gion during the last decade. As can be ob-
served, Canada, Cuba, and the United States
have practically eliminated the disease.
Cuba has not reported poliomyelitis cases
since 1965, and the marked decline between
1961 and 1963 offers the best indication of
what can be accomplished with an effective
mass vaccination program and constant epi-
demiological surveillance. Canada also re-
ported no cases in 1968, and the decline ob-
tained in just a few years is similar to the
Cuban one, even though the reported rates in
Canada around 1952-1953 were much higher.

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While the United States reported 53
cases for the year 1968 (the rate wasless
than 3 per 10 million inhabitants) the re-
duction from prast levels has been enormous,
Ten years ago the rate was 4,8 per 100, 000
which represented 8,428 cases, and the me-

dian for the period 1954-1958 was more than
15,000 cases per year.
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Several outbreaks of poliomyelitis,
canbe identified inthe Region of the Americas
during the 1960's, Among the more
noteworthy was one that occurred in Chile
in 1964, brusdquely interrupting an accele-
rated decline in the rate, In 1959 and 1963,
the Dominican Republic also suffered epi-
demics of considerable magnitude. This
country, which generally has rates falling
below 1 per 100, 000 population, had rates
above ten in those two years,

In Central America, there were large
scale outbreaks in Honduras in 1965 and in
Nicaragua in 1967. Rates climbed respec-
tively to 23 and 26 per 100,000 population.
There was also an epidemic toward the end
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of the decade in Ecuador in 1967 and an out-
break of considerable size in 1968 in
Venezuela,

Table 11 presents information on the
number of people vaccinated against polio-
myelitis in the period 19651968. In spite of
the high numbers reported vaccinated by
some countries, large numbers of cases and
outbreaks continue. In great part this is
due to insufficient coverage of the suscep-
tible population by vaccination programs,
the constant migration of children from
areas with high prevalence of polioviruses,
and the difficulty in systematically vaccina-
ting all infants in order to maintain ade-
quate immunization levels,
