FOREWORD

The data on notifiable diseases reported by na-
tional health administrations are contributing significant-
ly to the planning of health programs in the Region,

One of the goals set for health programs in the
Americas is the reduction of childhood mortality still
excegsive in many countries, Communicable diseases
are the main cause of high mortality in young children
and adequate data on their distribution in this age group
will be of major importance in guiding the efforts toward
achieving the goal,

This report of notifiable diseasesin the Americas
for 1962 is the second annual publication inthis series,
It is hoped that the release of the latest available data
will be of assistance to health workers concerned with
the distribution of communicable diseases,

I wish to express my appreciation for the con-
tinued cooperation of the Ministries of Health in the pro-
vision of the data for these reports.
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INTRODUCTION

The distribution and characteristics
of communicable diseases in a country are
of far more than national importance, Their
spread across national boundaries has been
and undoubtedly will remain a common oc-
currence. In the Americas international ex-
change of information regarding communi-
cable diseases was initiated in 1902 andhas
since progressed year by year, The present
procedures for the reporting of diseases are
based on the provisions of the International
Sanitary Regulations and the Pan American
Sanitary Code (2), To ensure uniforrmity the
reporting procedures have been described
in a Guide for the Reporting of Cormunicable-
Diseases in the Americuas

This report which covers the vyear
1962 is the fifth in a series of publications
on reported cases of notifiable diseases in
the Americas., The first three publications
contained data for the years 1946-1955,
1949-1958 and 1959-1960(%), In order to
make the data available more rapidly to the
health workers concerned, publications are
now being prepared annually(5).The present
report is based mainly on summary data
for 1962 received from the health authori-
ties of the countries in response to a joint
questionnaire from the Pan American Health
Organization and Headquarters of the World
Health Organization, Use has been madeof

provisional figures received through month-
ly reporting procedures inthe few instances
in which it was not possible to obtain final
annual data for 1962,

Each country has developed a system
for reporting the important cemmunicable
diseases - the notifiable diseases - within
the country. These national reporting sys-
tems differ in the diseases included and in
the degree of completeness of reporting.
The quarantinable diseases, namely cholera,
plague, louse-borne relapsing fever, small-
pox.louse-borne typhus and yellow fever are
notifiable in all countries by international
apreement, The number of other commu-
nicable diseases declared notifiable by law
or regulations varies among countries.

Many communicable diseases pre-
sent an appreciable case fatality and data
on deaths may thus contribute materially to
an understanding of their epidemiology.Be-
ginning in 1961 such data derived from na-
tional death registration systems have
therefore been included in these reports
whenever available.

The Veterinary Services of the
Ministries of Health or of Agriculture have
contributed to the information on cases and
other indices of zoonoses in animals,

ORGANIZATION OF REPORT

The report has seven main tables
which present the available data for each
country or territory in the Region of the
Americas. In Tables I and II are shown
the total numbers of reported cases of no-
tifiable diseases with rates per 100, 000 pop-
ulation. For comparison the correspond-
ing numbers reported for 1961 and the me-
dians for the five-year period 1957.1961 are
given, When data are not available for
every vyear of this period, medians are
based on fewer years in the periad, that
is, on either four or three years.

Data on reported cases by monthfor
selected diseases appear in Table III. In
Table IV are shown the age distributions of
reported cases of some diseases. The oc-
currence of the quarantinable ‘diseases and
of leprosy, malaria and yaws is presented
by major political divisions of each country
in Table V, Data on cases of zoonoses in
animals and man are contained in Table VI,
Table VII includes data on deaths frommno-
tifiable diseases- in 1962,

Two appendix tables provide popula-
tion figures for the countries and territories
of the Americas in 1962, The estimates in
Appendix Table A are based on published

figures of the United Nations. Table B
gives estimated populations of reporting
areas in six countries, as provided by the
national health authorities,

The Introduction contains a short
analysis of the occurrence of selected dis-
eages in the Region, Summary Tables 1-6
and Figures 1-7 illustrate the discussion.
In several parts of this Introduction data
are presentedfor the purpose of comparison
for three regions of the Americas, Northern,
Middle and South, Nerthern America in-
cludes Canada, the United States,Bermuda
and St, Pierre and Miquelon. Middle
America consists of Meéexico, Central America,
Panama and the Caribbean republics and
islands., All countries and territories of
South America and the Falkland Islands
make up the third region. This division
into three regions is in accordance with
that of the United Nations, except that
Greenland being a part of the European
Region of WHO is excluded,

In each part of the report the dis-
eases are arranged in alphabetical order.
The category number of the International
Classification of Diseases is shown inparen-
thesis after the name of each disease.

COMPLETENESS OF REPORTING

Data on reported cases of notifiable
diseases may be affected by a number of
factors and these must be considered in any
evaluation. In many areas of the Americas
reporting is only partial and completeness
depends on the procedures of both national
and local reporting systems and on the
stress and value placed on reporting of indi-
vidual diseases, The extent of underreporting
varies widely both among and within coun-
tries and is in part related to the relative
scarcity of medical personnel and facilities,
particularly in many rural areas.

The operation of special programs
or campaigns for the control or eradication
of particular diseases may initially lead to
a substantial increase in the number of
cases reported. In the interpretation of the
time trend of many diseases, for instance
malaria, this possibility must be kept in
mind,

For some diseases differences in
reported occurrence are attributable to vari-
ations in the criteria for diagnosis or inthe
definition of cases.



An understanding of local and national
Programs is required to assess the possible
effect of various factors on the data re-
Ported. For many diseases some estimate
of the degree of underreporting maybe ob-

tained by comparing the numbers of reported
cases and registered deaths. Excessive
ratios of deaths to cases are common in
areas with substantial underreporting.

REPORTING AREAS

In some countries of the Americas

reporting of notifiable diseases other than
the quarantinable ones iz limited to a ' re-
porting area'., The reporting area may

consist of localities with health services or
selected communities not necessarily conti -
guous. In 1962 there were six countries
with reporting areas: Colombia,El Salvador,
Honduras, Paraguay, Peru and Venezuela .

Estimates of populations in the re-
porting areas of these countries are given
in Appendix Table B, The proportion of the
population included in the reporting areas in
1961 and 1962 is shown in Table 1.

There has been little change in these
proportions from 1961 to 1962. Honduras
for the first time in 1962 introduced a re-
porting area; in previous years cases were
reported for the entire country.

Malaria is reported for the entire

country in El Salvador, Paraguay, Peru and
Venezuela, In Honduras the reporting area
for malaria is larger than that for other
notifiable diseases, 77 per cent of the popu-
lation as compared to 49 per cent. In Peru
and Venezuela rabies is also reported on a
nation-wide basis.

QUARANTINABLE DISEASES

In view of their importance the quar-
antinable diseases are subject to the pro-
visions of international agreements requiring
the prompt reporting of all cases.

Five of the six gquarantinable diseases

occur in the Americas namely plague, louse-
borne relapsing fever, smallpox, louse-borne
typhus and yellow fever; cholera has not
been present intheRegionfor over 50 years.
The distribution of cases by country and
disease in 1961 and 1962 is shownin Table 2.

a. Plague

The number of human cases reported
in the Americas has increased year by year
since 1959 attaining a total of 527 cases in
1962 {Figure 1). The increase in 1962 oc -
curred in Ecuador and Peru. The outbreaks
reported in Manabi Province, Ecuador and

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areas in which the disease is enzootic in  the
wild rodent population.

b. Llouse-borne Relapsing Fever

Only sporadic cases of this disease
are reported in the Americas. In 1962 three
cases were notified, all in Mexico.

¢c. Smallpox

A total of 3,081 cases was reported
in 1962 as compared to 3, 278 cases in 1961
and 5,158 in 1960. Brazil accounted for
nearly all of the cases in 1962 with 2,812
occurring in widely separated areas of the
country. Eleven cases were reported in
Venezuela, all in the Amazon region near
the Brazilian border; no cases had been re-
ported from this country since 1956. The
mass vaccination campaign in Ecuador con-
tinued in 1962 with apparent success, the
number of cases being further reduced. A
small number of cases continued to be re-
ported for Colombia. One imported case was

reported from Canada and one importedand
one non-imported from Argentina, Two im-
ported cases occurred in separate areas in
Uruguay; one of these proauced eight second-
ary cases in family contacts,

d. Louse-borne Typhus

The 557 cases of louse-borne typhus
reported in the Americas in 1962 represent
a slight increase over the total of 474 cases
in 1961. Seen over a longer period of years
the trend of the disease has been sharply
downward however,

As in the previcus year the disease
remains limited to the mountainous areas
of Mexico and the Andean regions of South
America, from Ecuador to Chile. In 1962
as in 1961 cases were reported in five coun-
tries only: Bolivia, Chile, Ecuador, Mexico
and Peru,

e. Jungle Yellow Fever

In 1962, 52 cases of jungle vyellow
fever were reported in the Region: 30 in
Colombia, 20 in Peru and one each in Brazil
and Venezuela {Figure 2). The number of
cases reported in Colombia was the highest
since 1957 and the geographical distribution
of the cases was the widest since that year.

Of the 20 cases in Peru, 18 occurred in
Huanuco Department. In 1961 an outbreak
in this department accounted for 48 of the
53 cases reported in the country.

The areas affected in 1962 are all
situated within the regions known to be sub-
ject to enzootic spread of yellow fever virus
In many of these regions special health
services exist for the detection of human
cases by means of collection of liver tissue
specimens from fatal cases of acute febrile
diseases, All of the cases reported in 1962
were fatal ones confirmed by Thistological
examination.

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ARTHROPOD-BORNE ENCEPHALITIS

During 1962 several major outhreaks
of arthropod-borne viral encephalitis were
reported in countries omn the continent
bordering the Caribbean and in Jamaica
(Figure 3).

The largest of these outbreaks in-
volving nearly seven thousand cases occurred
in the State of Zulia, Venezuela ‘in October-
December. The disease, due to Venezuelan
equine encephalitis, was generally mild.
A further outbreak of the same disease was
reported in northern Colombia in the Com -
missary of La Guajira, Three hundred
eighty human cases were recorded but ac-
cording to estimates the total may have
been about 3,000, In addition it was esti-
mated that about 1,000 equines were affected.

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An epidemic of St. Louis encephalitis
began in late July in the Tampa Bay region
of the State of Florida, United States, This
epidemic which lasted for more than three
months accounted for 231 of the 253 cases
of the disease reported in the United States
in 1962,

In Jamaica an outbreak of Eastern
equine encephalitis occurred during November
to December. Eleven human and 79 equine

cases were reported in this ocutbreak which
represented the first known occurrence of
the disease in Jamaica,

Outbhreaks of equine encephalitis in
horses were reported in Panama in August
and in British Guiana in July - September.
Eastern equine encephalitis virus was iden-
tified in both outbreaks and in addition
Venezuelan equine encephalitis virus was
found in the epidemic in Panama.

INFECTIOUS HEPATITIS

In 1962 twelve countries reported
cases of infectious hepatitis. In four coun-
tries the disease was not notifiable and for
the remainder data on its occurrence are
not available.

The United States and Canada ac -
counted for more than B30 per cent of the
78,239 cases reported in the Americas in
1962, In both countries there has been a
rapid increase in incidence in recent years,
In the United States this upward trend was
reversed in 1962, the rate per 100, 000 popu-
lation falling to 28.5 from 39.7 in 1961,the
peak year., In Canada in contrast the inci-
dence remained high - 67.4 cases per
100, 000 population as compared to 67.8 in
1961,

In Middle and South America there
has been a gradual increase in the number
of reported cases. In 1962 a total of 12,050
cases was reported for a population of 7R 2
million, corresponding to an overallrate of
16,0 per 100,000 population. In 1958 there
were 9,186 cases for a population of 71.4
million {12.9 per 100,000} and in 1953, 1819
cases for a population of 61.2 million
(3.0 per 100, 000).

Distributions by age of cases reported
in 1962 are presented in Figure 4 for four
countries. In the United States the incidence
reaches its maximum in the school age
group and then gradually falls off. In Costa
Rica the peak comes earlier, at ages 0-4
years, and there is a second moderate in-

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MEASLES

While measles is a common disease
of childhcod throughout the Americas the
death rates indicate a serious problem in
Middle and South America. In many coun -
tries in these two regions measles is an
important cause of death in children under
five years contributing significantly to the
excessive mortality in this age group.

As shown in Table 3 the number of
deaths from measles per 100,000 population
is about seventy times higher in Middle and
South America than in Northern America.
There is no comparable difference for cases:
the number of cases per 100,000 population
reported in Northern America is about 40
per cent lower than in South America but
approximately three times higher than in
Middle America (data for 1961}, As a result
of this discrepancy the ratio of cases to
deaths is far lower in Latin America than
in Northern America. Underreporting of
cases of the disease though no doubt an
important factor cannot explain the striking
difference in number of reported cases per
death between Northern America and the
other two regions. If this difference were

due solely to underreporting of cases in
Middle and South America and the ratio of
cases to deaths observed in  Northern
America thus were applicable in the other
two regions there would be close to 20, 000
cases per 100,000 population each year in
Middle and South America. It seems clear
that the low ratic of cases to deaths in Latin
America truly reflects a far higher case fa -
tality.

In Table 4 the average annual namber
of deaths from measles per 100,000 is given
by age for selected countries of the Americas
for 1960:1962, In all of these countries the
mortality rates are highest in infants and
preschool children and tend to decline
rapidly with increasing age. At each age,
however, the mortality rate is by far the
lowest in the United States. Of particular
importance from the viewpoint of public
health is the high excess mortality from
measles in young children in the Latin
American countries. A possible contributing
factor is that in these countries, unlike in
the United States, the majority of cases
occur in early childhood, the most vulner-
able pericd. However, it is evident that
measles leads to fatal complications far
more freguently in young children in Latin
America, This greater severity of the dis-
ease may be related to undernutrition, a
major problem in many parts of Middle and
South America,



POLIOMYELITIS

During the past decade there has
been a dramatic reduction in reported cases
of poliomyelitis in Northern America. As
shown in Figure 6 the incidence fell from
24 per 100,000 population in 1953 -1954 to
less than one case per 100, 000in 1961-1962.

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The extensive vaccination programs conducted
in Canada and the United States since 1955
must be considered a decisive factor in this
reduction. Small epidemics, limited geo-
graphically, often to sections of a city or
a special population group, continue to be
reported.

In Middle America the number of
cases notified has shown a definite decrease
during the past decade while in South
America the incidence has remainedat about
the same level. It is not possible to evalu-
ate from these overall data the effect of the
vaccinations carried out in the two regions .,
One reason is that the extent of the vacci-
nation programs has varied widely from
country to country and another is the imn-
provement in reporting of cases that has
taken place. However, monthly data re-
ported by several countries point to the a-
chievements of vaccination programs. In
Chile and Cuba, for instance, mass vacci-
nation of the younger age groups in late
1961 and early 1962 was followed by an
abrupt reduction in the number of cases,

SYPHILIS

The general downward trend of total
syphilis morbidity which marked the early
fifties has largely been interruptedin recent
years. During 1958 - 1962 only a few coun-
tries in the Americas showed a continued
decline in reported cases of syphilis; in

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mogt countries the incidence remained nore
or less at the same level and in some there
was a moderate increase (Figure 7).

Data on cases classified as early
syphilis have been obtained for five countries
and one other area for the period 1958-1962.
As shown in Figure 8, there is a more or
less marked increase in the reported rate
of early cases in most of these countries.
It seems that as in many other parts of the
world there has been a recrudescence of
the syphilis problem.

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A large part of the cases of early
syphilis occur inadolescents and young
adults. In the countries for whichbreakdowns
of the cases by age are available the age
group 15-24 years accounts for 45to 60 per
cent of the total number of reported cases.

TETANUS

The occurrence of tetanus with its
high case fatality is best described for the
Americas by death rates, In many parts of
both Middle and Scuth America there is
substantial underreporting of cases of the
disease, the number of deaths registered
exceeding the number of cases reported
As shown in Table 5, about twice as mmany
deaths as cases are recorded in Middle
America and 30 per cent more deaths than
cases in South America. In contrast in
Northern America reported cases exceed
registered deaths by about 50 per cent.

Deaths from tetanus per 100,000
population in 18 countries of the Americas
in 1962 {(or 1961) are presented in Table 6,
Death rates ranpge from 0,03 per 100, 000 in

Canada and 0.1 in the United States to 25 2
in Nicaragua, For five countries, four in
Middle America and one in South America,
the death rate exceeds 15 per 100, 000 popu-
lation,

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age curves are largely similar in shape
with a peak in infancy, a rapid decrease to
a minimum in early adult life and a gradual
increase thereafter. The fifthage curve, for
Peru, deviates from this pattern in that a
moderate increase occurs at school age
with little variation thereafter. At all ages
the curves for the countries of Middle and
South America are at much higher levels
than that for the United States, Of particu-
lar importance is the large difference in
tetanus mortality in infancy; the Latin
American countries report death rates of
100 to 300 per 100,000 live births as com-
pared to about one per 100,000 in the United
States. As reflected in these figures teta-
nus is one of the principal causes of death
in infants in many parts of Latin America.

The proportion of the deaths from
tetanus occurring in children under one
year ranges from 64 to 86 per cent in the
four Latin American countries included in
Figure 9. In contrast in the United States
this age group accounts for only 25 per
cent of the deaths. The high death rates
from tetanus reported in many parts of
Latin America seem primarily to affect
infants and must thus to a large extent be
ascribed to tetanus neonatorum. The occur-
rence of this form of tetanus indicates the
need for improvement of obstetrical prac-
tices and post-natal care as well as teta -
nus irnmmunization.
